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Laurie Gaylord requested that the May 18, 2010, Regular Meeting Minutes, Item 3, Superintendent’s Update, be amended
to reflect that the vote was actually three to one rather than three to zero.

Mrs. Gaylord indicated that she believed that the minutes, at times, did not provide enough detail to adequately reflect
what transpired at the meeting. She referred to the June 24 minutes where a comment from Maura Barry-Sorenson
was noted in the minutes, but Mrs. Gaylord’s comment was not. She asked the Board if they would like to have more
detail noted in the minutes. Susan Hershey agreed that she would like to see more detail reflected in the minutes. Mrs.
Hershey also believed that the Superintendent’s words were portrayed more than the Board members’ were, and
indicated she would like to see more adequate representation of the Board’s thoughts.

Motion to approve the Minutes of the May 18, 2010, Budget Workshop; the May 18, 2010, Regular Meeting ar amended; the June 1,
2010, Special Meeting; the June 2, 2010 Special Meeting — Attorney/ Client; the June 8, 2010, Budget Workshop; the June 15, 2010,
Joint Meeting; and the June 15, 2010, Speiclal Meeting — Attorney/ Client war made by Laurie Gaylord, seconded by Maura Barry-
Sorenson, and carvied four to 3ero.

Mrs. Shekailo announced the Motion carried four to zero with a note to revamp the recording of the Minutes to more
accurately reflect the conversations and discussions that take place during the meetings.

Mrs. Gaylord submitted a copy of meeting minutes from the Jupiter Island Resident’s Association Annual Meeting
dated April 5, 2010, which she believed provided an adequate understanding of what happened at that meeting without
being present (copy in file). Nancy Kline commented that minutes are enhanced from what was done by the prior
secretary; however, suggested a meeting with Mrs. Gaylord and the Board Attorney to discuss what is required and
appropriate. Mrs. Hershey indicated that the “climate” is not the same as it was in the past and that she would like to
see Mrs. Gaylord, the Superintendent, and Mrs. Griffin meet to determine something more agreeable.

Mrs. Shekailo turned the Meeting over to Sean Scott.

Cathy Brennan, Public Information Officer, presented the Superintendent’s Update via PowerPoint, which provided
information on the District’s summer programs and FCAT updates.

The Superintendent reported that the SOS, Save Our Seas/Save our Shores, Campaign was initiated by many of the
schools, whose students came up with some suggestions for “What could Be BP’s Better Plan,” regarding the oil spill
crisis. The campaign got great media coverage with some of the schools showcased on local television up to the nation
level with the Katie Couric Show. Cathy Brennan presented a PowerPoint which highlighted the students’ work on the
Campaign. Mrs. Brennan also noted that many of the projects could be seen in the lobby outside of the meeting room.
